	Anyone who robs at sea is and was a pirate.  Depending on the circumstance, pirates did their share of smuggling as well as robbing. Pirates only remained successful so long as nations allowed them to roam.  By definition, a pirate is any person committing a criminal acts against public authority, on the high seas outside the normal jurisdiction and laws of any state (country).  Often Pirates would claim they sailed under no flag, meaning they belonged to no nation.
	There are numerous terms used to describe the life of piracy. Some of the more common are Brethren of the Coast or Brotherhood of the Coast, On the Account, Gentleman of Fortune, Sea Dog, Sailing with the Devil, Sailing Under Articles.
	Buccaneers were French settlers in the Caribbean who used to barbecue or "smoke" wild boar and oxen.  The buccaneers were used to the climate and the hardships of the area and were thus more acclimated to life in the Caribbean. They were also geographically closer to the Spanish Main and therefore more reliable for the defense of British colonies than Navy more inclined to the defense of Britain and warfare along the coast of Europe.  Buccaneers were known as the "Brothers of the Coast" Many were French sailors who had jumped ship to avoid the harsh discipline of life at sea.
	Privateer was an armed ship under papers to a government or a company to perform specific tasks. The men who sailed on a privateer were also called privateers. The papers were usually referred to as a Marque of Letters. Most of the time, Privateers were engaged of act of reprisals against other nations, which is engaged in acts of war.  Sometimes Privateers would ignore these letters and do what every they wanted.  Privateer was not paid by the nation or company but paid by taking spoils from ships or properties they attacked or fought off.

	Pirates are regarded as common enemies of all people. In that nations have an equal interest in their apprehension and punishment, pirates may be lawfully captured on the high seas by the armed vessels of any state and brought within its territorial jurisdiction for trial in its tribunals.
	Piracy is recognized as an offense against the law of nations. It is a crime not against any particular state, but against all humanity. The crime may be punished in the competent tribunal of any country in which the offender may be found, or carried, although the crime may have been committed on board a foreign vessel on the high seas. The essence of piracy is that the pirate has no valid commission from a sovereign state, or from an insurgent or belligerent government engaged in hostilities with a particular state. Piracy is distinguished from "privatteering" in that a belligerent authorizes the letter in time of war.  "Piracy", in international law, is the crime of robbery, or other act of violence for private ends,[image: image1.png]


 on the high seas or in the air above the seas, committed by the captain or crew of a ship or aircraft outside the normal jurisdiction of any nation, and without authority from any government.
	"Buccaneer" was a title applied to English, Dutch, and French seafaring adventurers of the 17th century.  Inspired by the success of these men and the lure of riches, a group of wandering pirates called "freebooters" or "buccaneers" began to harass the Spanish colonies in the New World, particularly during the second half of the 17th century. The most famous buccaneer, Sir Henry Morgan, was from England. Buccaneers are usually distinguished from privateers, who had official government commissions; buccaneers rarely had valid commissions.  The term "buccaneer" was derived from their practice of raiding Hispania and taking the cattle from the Spanish plantations; they dried the meat on grills, known in French as "boucan", and sold it to vessels that put in for provisions.  Buccaneering came to an end in the 18th century when the buccaneers were hired by their respective governments to fight as privateers in the War of the Spanish Succession (1701-14).
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	Privatteering was legally abolished by the Declaration of Paris of 1856, but the United States and certain other nations did not assent to the declaring "Privateer", in international law, is the term applied to a privately owned armed vessel whose owners are commissioned by a hostile nation to carry on naval warfare.  Privatteering is distinguished from piracy, which is carried out without enlistment by a government ration. The Declaration of Paris of 1856 abolished Privatteering, but the declaration was not supported by the United States, Spain, Mexico, and Venezuela.  The practice of privateering preceded the creation of national navies.  By way of compensation, privateers were allowed to share any booty captured. Privateering was carried on during the American Revolution and the War of 1812.

	( A pirate was someone who performed any unauthorized act of robbery on the high seas
	( A buccaneer was initially someone who fought particularly the Spanish in the South America/Caribbean area (the Spanish Main)
	A Letter of Marque is a special license that was given to some ship captains, which allowed them to commit piracy on an offending country without fear of being booked with piracy.
This was usually a deal made between a country and a ship's captain that required that the captain share all prizes captured with the country that gave him the Letter of Marque.  Most countries gave a Letter of Marque to a captain in order to get payment for goods stolen by another country during acts of piracy.

	What is one thing that pirates are remembered most for doing or accomplishing?
	Piracy Act of 1721 was were pirates were tried in civil courts until 1340, when Edward II destroyed the French fleet at Sluys, and claimed thereafter to be ‘Sovereign of the Seas.’  From now on fleet Admiralty Courts were empowered to try piracy cases.  Henry VIII passed the first Piracy Act in 1536, creating a Vice-Admiral of the coast to hold trials and sentence pirates.  The Golden Age of Piracy from 1690-death of Black Bart Roberts in 1722. After this date the Royal Navy grew in parallel with the British Empire and patrolled the seas. Naval sloops were built specifically to be ‘pirate hunters.’
	These “buccaneers” attacked ships, but not usually those of their own homeland.  They were named after a French term ‘bouncan’ a hut in which a slow grill of animal dung and green twigs over which meal was smoked or cooked.  Their favored form of attack was in long canoes or small single-mastered baroques.  They packed the boat with sharpshooters to fire at anyone trying to fire a cannon at them and came from astern of the prize ship, giving a minimal target to aim at.  They then jammed the ruder and climbed up the stern of the ship, under cover of a fusillade of musket-five.  Although they called themselves privateers, they rarely had letters of commission of marque.  Sometimes they carried expired commissions, and sometimes forgeries.  
	Privatteers were semi-offical pirates, who supplemented a country’s navy with ‘private’ ships of war.  Given ‘letters of marque,’ they were allowed to attack the enemy in times of war, and keep a large percent of any plunder.  The cost was nothing, and their own reward was what they could take or purchase, as in the term ‘no purchase, no pay.’  The end of the War of Spanish succession in 1713, peace treaty.  It was also the name given to the privately owned armed vessel with a letter of marque, which enabled it to take ‘prizes in wartime.  The Treaty of Paris abolished Privatteering in 1856.
