· CIC Online – “Cable in the Classroom is a special initiative begun in 1989 by the cable industry to provide public and private schools in the United States with free access to educational television programs.”

· Nickelodeon – a cable television station that provides entertainment for young children, older children, teenagers, and adults; their programming can be somewhat crude and violent, so be cautious when letting children of any age watch in the classroom or at home.

· The Biography Channel – “…is committed to helping young people learn about the positive impact an individual can have on society.  Through this initiative, select BIOGRAPHY videos and special teaching materials give teachers and students across the country the opportunity to explore the lives of those who truly made a difference.”
