__Science Project Night-Parents attend a meeting in efforts to help their children work on science fair projects.

__Creature Couture-A night filled with looking at children’s literature to analyze animal outfits, focusing on a variety of author/illustrators.  Students can design and create their own animals and outfits and then work toward writing a story to go with their designs.

__Technology-Any technology that you feel like parents and students could benefit from.
__Puppet Design for Reader’s Theatre-We could help parents understand that rereading helps students become more fluent.  One way to have fun while rereading is to perform the story in Reader’s Theatre.  Parents could get information on other fluency and comprehension strategies.
