Instructional-  
I placed Sara on a second grade instructional level because her word recognition, comprehension, and spelling fell in the instructional range for second grade.  I would not say that Sara is solid on the second grade level.  There were some questions regarding her accuracy, rate, and total errors.  Sara’s reading accuracy on the IRI was two points below 90% at 88%.  Also, her rate at the second grade level was one point under the range.  In addition, Sara’s total number of errors almost doubled at the second grade level but very few of her errors were meaning change errors.  Most of Sara’s errors were due to word substitutions.  
Frustrational-  
I think Sara’s frustrational level would be third grade.  Sara’s word re3cognition scores dropped dramatically from second grade to third grade.  Because Sara did not perform solidly at the second grade level, had many more errors, and her rate was progressively getting slower at the second grade level, I think to push her to a third grade level would be extremely frustrating for her.  I believe she could possibly get through a third grade text and comprehend what she read but it would take a long time. 

Additional-

 Sara’s comprehension remains relatively consistent (mostly in instructional range) throughout the assessments.  I believe that Sara is a bright child who has learned to comprehend by using context clues.  Sara is a very impulsive child who does not take the time to attend to precisely what is written.   Sara’s impulsive nature and tendency to rush hinder her rate, and accuracy.
