Instructional-  

I would place Dillon’s instructional level at 3rd grade. Dillon’s word recognition fell within the instructional level at third grade.  His accuracy was strong throughout the assessment and fell one point below instructional level for the third grade oral passage.  Even though Dillon’s accuracy was not in the instructional range, it still was in the gray area. After looking at his errors, they were all clustered at one point and he did not score at the frustrational level.  Dillon’s comprehension is very strong throughout the assessments and I feel is one of Dillon’s strengths.  He is so thorough when answering questions that he often retells the story.  Dillon’s comprehension was at the independent level on his oral passage but fell in within range for instructional.  Dillon’s rate also fell within range for third grade but dropped out of range at the fourth grade level. In addition, Dillon’s errors did not hurt him too much because most of them were not meaning change errors.  When Dillon got to the third grade passage, his meaning change errors did increase but it was due to the fact that Dillon did not read the exact words in the passage, particular in the previously described clustered area.

Frustrational-  

I would place Dillon’s frustrational level at fourth grade.  Dillon’s word recognition dropped below the independent level at the fourth grade but not below %) to frustration.  However, I work with Dillon everyday and saw him getting more and more frustrated with the word recognition so that is why I stopped at the fourth grade level.  Dillon’s rate with both silent and oral reading dropped significantly and out of range at the fourth grade level.  However, comprehension is still strong a this level.  I also noticed as Dillon progressed into more difficult material he began to use strategies he had been taught, like finger pointing.

Spelling Level-

Dillon’s instructional spelling level in spelling falls at the third grade level and his frustrational spelling is at the fourth grade.  Dillon’s errors are mostly occurred when dealing with long vowel pattern, and doubling.  Dillon’s errors drastically increased at the fourth grade level, but they are phonetic in nature.
