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Authors often use figurative language to help the reader paint a picture in his/her head.  Two examples of figurative language used in Sarah Plain and Tall are similes and personification.  Personification is giving something that is not human, human-like qualities. Example: The candlelight was dancing across the wall. A simile compares two different items using the words like or as.  Example: Wyatt’s eyes sparkled like sapphires.  After you read each section, please record similes and personification that you found.  (You might want to sticky them as you read).
