IRI for Korey Riel
Korey is a13 year old seventh grade student.  He is a “pull out” for EC services; he has been identified as being LD in reading and written expression.  I feel Korey is more capable than he has demonstrated in class, and I believe he could be a stronger student if his reading was improved.  
Frustration level:

 Korey is frustrated at the second grade level.  His oral reading accuracy is 77.  Oral comprehension is within limits at 80.  Oral rate is 38, and very low for a 13 year old seventh grade student.  Silent comprehension for second grade is marginal, and silent rate is 53 and below minimum requirements.  Additionally, flash word recognition is 60 at second grade level.  Also, he had a significant amount of errors (27), and 10 of them had meaning changes! Clearly, Korey is frustrated on second grade level. 
Instructional level:

Korey is instructional on the first grade level.  Oral reading accuracy is 91 and in the “gray area”.  Oral rate is 53 and within range.  Additionally, flash word recognition of 65 is acceptable, but noteworthy is the 95 on untimed word recognition.  First grade oral comprehension (50) is below minimum and so is silent reading comprehension (40).  However, Korey shows second grade comprehension in both oral (80) and silent (70) to be within range.  I believe this cancels the low scores for comprehension on first grade level. Reading errors of 7 with only 1 meaning change is more evidence to support first grade as the instructional level.  Overall, I believe Korey’s major problems are word recognition and rate.  This is supported by the scores in both areas.
