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Summarization of student’s strengths and weaknesses in phonemic awareness. 
Jordan is able to segment words into syllables and can delete syllables when asked. He is able to delete initial and ending phonemes. He knows the sounds of his consonant digraphs, long vowels, and short vowels. He can read phonetically regular and nonsense words. He can read CVCE words that are real and nonsense. He can also read some irregular words. He is able to spell words with a short vowel pattern and silent e pattern. He does okay with irregular words; however, he can use more practice. Jordan struggles with segmenting words into phonemes. He combines sounds and separates then incorrectly. The words that he struggles with were the words with 3-4 phonemes. Jordan also struggled with deleting sounds from initial blends. When asked to take off one sound of the blend, he took off the whole blend. When showed the correct way to delete sounds from initial blends, he was able to do it correctly. 
Phonemic Awareness Goals:
Jordan will segment and blend sounds within words, of 3 to 5 sounds.

Jordan will segment, blend, and manipulate sounds within words that include initial blends. 

Objectives: 

When given a word that includes three phonemes, Jordan will be able to tap out the individual phonemes 4 out of 5 times. 

When given a word that includes four phonemes, Jordan will be able to tap out the individual phonemes 4 out of 5 times. 

When given a word that includes an initial blend, Jordan will be able to delete one sound from the initial blend 4 out of 5 times. 

Instructional Plan:

For objective one:


* Words used would be   tub, fin, rug, back, sick, pop, pig, mom


* I would give Jordan the paper that we received during our training. (the       paper has a circle and three boxes at the bottom)


* I would give Jordan three different colored squares and tell him that they represent phonemes. 


* Jordan would be given a word and asked to repeat the word. He would have to pull down the colored square as he says each sound. 
For objective two:


* Jordan would be given the Language! techniques for tapping out phonemes. 


* The teacher would say a word and have him repeat the word. 


* After the word is repeated, he will be asked to say the sounds in that word. 


* Once he has said the sounds, he will pull the word together moving the fist across the body. That would show the teacher that Jordan can blend the phonemes together to make a word. 

For objective three:


* Jordan will have colored tiles that represent phonemes. 

* Jordan will be given a word


* They will say the word two times while pointing to the squares. (each square is a phoneme)


* Jordan will then do this independently. 


* He will be asked to take the first tile away from the word. 


* He must now say the sounds of the word.


* Once Jordan is able to do that using colored tiles, letter tiles, like the ones in the Wilson Program, will be used.
