At the beginning of this unit, students read and compare/contrast several of the “creation” myths as well as gaining an initial understanding of why these myths were created; to explain natural phenomenon (earthquakes, tsunamis), relationships and the vagaries of human nature.  As the students encounter Mount Olympus, they each compose and present a report on a chosen God or Goddess.  Students are provided with a rubric and all composition follows the “Writing Process”: brainstorm, draft, revise, edit, teacher conference; culminating with a final, polished piece and presentation.  These reports are displayed prominently in the hallway.
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
