Why did I choose to teach dyslexic children?

Because I think that language (written, oral and expressive) is central to our survivability and the quality of our lives – Because children and young adults need the words to express who and what they are – Because children and young adults need the independent tools and strategies to be able to navigate written language with reasonable self assurance – Because language needs to become a reliable partner – Because language links us to other worlds and expands our limits – Because without language a child or young adult’s world can narrow to a dark room with no doors or windows – Because a spirit can become quenched AND we all need light and imagination.

What strengths and skills will you bring to teaching?:

I am passionate about what I do and it engages my spirit.  I constantly learn from the children I work with.  I admire their perseverance and courage in the face of challenge and frustrations.  I must always internalize content and reevaluate in order to teach better and achieve successes.  I believe that my diversity of experience and having young children (one who has been identified with auditory processing difficulties) has further enriched my language base, my patience, understanding and empathy.  I must always remember to view things through their eyes in order to redirect our mutual efforts during a course of remediation.  The flicker of realization in their eyes is always my best cue.  Their light always reminds me that I have found my place and what I should be doing.  Helping to provide them with the tools to open their doors and windows keeps the draft out of mine.
