Start to build the first story.

Afterward you should start to build the second layer of stone and make a

rubble ramp to bring up the heavy stones to the other layers.

	[image: image5.png]The pyramid is an architectural marvel because it was built without the use of
tools such as cranes and laser cutters. Egyptians used copper chisels to slowly eat away at
the stone while cutting out the rocks. The pyramid is a quadrilateral because the base has
four sides, that are less than one foot off in length. It is a 45 story building pointing due
north. The base has great strength because it has the most ground cover because the
widest point is at the bottom. Pyramids were built to last forever, because the Egyptians
thought that the Ka or soul would live there for all of etenity.

Pyramids are one of the first master buildings — 470 feet of pure limestone moved
by hand. They were built for one real reason; to be the final resting place for the Ba and
sometimes the Ka. The pyramid always had to point due north because the Egyptians
thought that (well some times the sun) the North Star was the under world. Now some
times a king would be unstable and build his pyramid much bigger than all the rest.
