Summer Reading Clinic
Report for Student 1

It has been a pleasure to work with Student 1 in the Reading Clinic this summer.  He has worked hard and has been cooperative during the tutoring sessions.


Student 1’s instructional reading level is approximately 1-2.  This means that he is challenged by late first grade material, but has adequate word recognition, fluency, and comprehension to learn and move forward at this reading level.  Student 1 has read in late-first and early-second grade level materials this summer at the Reading Clinic.


Student 1’s major area of strength is his ability to hear the sounds in words and also to quickly sort and find similarities in words.  


One area that Student 1 needs to improve in is his sight word recognition.  He has difficulty recognizing and reading these words when he meets them in contextual reading.  We have worked on internalizing the sight words as we are reading in our tutoring lesson and Student 1 has made some progress in this area.  He is also rereading books to “overlearn” these sight words.  A second area that still needs work is reading fluency.  To improve his fluency, or reading rate, we have done partner reading in which I would read a page and Student 1 would read 1 or 2 pages in trade books.  Student 1 has also been encouraged to read with someone at home.  We have also done repeated reading where Student 1 rereads a selection for 3 consecutive times in 2 minute intervals to increase the number of words read each time without errors.

It means so much to have parents’ support.  You can continue to help Student 1 by: 1) reading good books aloud to him; and 2) setting aside a regular time, at home, for Student 1 to read books on a 1st grade level for personal enjoyment.  

We at the Summer Reading Clinic share your concern about Student 1’s continued progress in reading.  We wish you and your family a wonderful summer and good luck in the upcoming school year.
