  This Multi Genre Project was geared toward  younger students in the Masters class Teaching the Language Arts. This was done with 3rd graders. The responses were provided in a variety of ways to allow students to demonstrate their acquired knowledge. This allows students more flexibility and enjoyment. This particular project was based upon non fiction literature.
 Examples:

Poem of two voices
A travel brochure
Save the manatee poster
A manatee map, showing were manatees can be found. 

Pieces written in the typical manner in a narrative form.

These are just a few ways to bring children into the story and enhance their joy of learning and involvement in their instruction. This also provides them the freedom to choose how they wish to respond which may take away some of their frustration.

    This Multi Genre Project geared more toward older students grades 5th through 7th. Either of these could be used for all grades levels with modifications. This was done for the Masters class Reading and Writing Instruction for Intermediate and Advanced Learners. This also allows students to respond to literature in a variety of ways. The literature for this was a narrative piece of literature.
