His ship was called Queen Anne’s Revenge (24)

Real name:  Edward Teach (13)
Big and nasty looking (12)

Awful singing voice (12)

Long black hair (12)

Black eyebrows and mustache (12)

Monstrous black beard with four pigtails, braided and tied with ribbons on the ends (13)

He braided rope in his hair and burned it (21)

Four pistols and one wicked-looking cutlass (13)

Craziest, meanest pirate of all times (13)

Crazy-looking red eyes (21)

He yelled at his mates (28)

Follows Brethren-of-the-coast Rules (32)

Attacked by the King’s Navy (35)

Would be hanged if caught in New York (44)

Wore a three-cornered hat (46)

Drank rum (45)

Received the Royal Pardon from the Governor of NC in June, 1718 (54)

Settled in the town of Bath, NC (55)

Returned to pirating in November, 1718 and faced Lieutenant Maynard of His Majesty’s Royal Navy in the Battle of Ocracoke Inlet (55)

Died in that battle and was beheaded (55)

Names: Blackbeard, Thatch, Edmund Drummond

Born in Bristol, England

Had more than 14 wives

Twisted saltpeter wicks into his beard and lighting them before battle giving himself an aura of demonic possession

Lived in Bath for several months

Teach received a second pardon from Governor Eden

Teach was shot by Maynard but the ball had no visible effect. Maynard's cutlass stopping a powerful blow from Teach snapped at the hilt. When Teach moved in to finish Maynard a British seaman attacked him from behind wounding Teach in the throat and neck. Teach continued to swing his cutlass as blood was spurting from his neck. Teach was encircled by Maynard's men. Teach received five pistol shots and 20 severe sword wounds before finally succumbing. Maynard decapited Teach displaying his head on the prow of his ship.

Sometime in the early eighteenth century, Teach left Bristol for Jamaica to sail on the ships of privateers

Benjamin Hornigold took Teach under his wing and taught him everything he knew about taking ships

On the morning of November 22, 1718, Lt. Maynard and Blackbeard fought a bloody battle near Teach’s Hole at Ocracoke Inlet

The death of Blackbeard signaled the end of “The Golden Age of Piracy.”
