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IRI Protocol 

PP2 and Higher Level Passages
1. Start the tape recorder, and say the date and the child’s name.

2. Read the title to the child and point to the title picture, if any.

3. Ask the student to make a prediction (e.g., “What do you think this might be about?” or, “What do you think might happen in this story?”).  Then read the introduction, if any.

4. Tell the student, “I want you to read this aloud to me. After you finish reading, I’ll ask you to tell me about what you read.”
5. Start the stopwatch as the child begins to read.

6. Mark the child’s errors as the child reads.
7. When the child finishes reading, stop the stopwatch.
8. Ask the comprehension questions (keep tape recorder running).

9. Stop the tape.

10.  If (1) WRC is greater than or equal to 90% and, (2) the reading speed (WPM) is appropriate for that level of text, administer the next higher oral reading passage. Continue until (1) the child’s WRC is below 90%, or (2) the reading speed (WPM) falls below the expected range for that level of text.
