-Boucanier literally means "someone who makes smoke".
	“A privateer was an armed ship under papers to a government or a company to perform specific tasks. The men who sailed on a privateer were also called privateers.”

	International treaties and national legislation have sometimes applied the term "piracy" to attacks on the high seas authorized by a government, in violation of international law; to actions by insurgents acting for political purposes; or to violent acts on board a vessel under control of its officers.
	“Pirates are regarded as common enemies of all people. In that nations have an equal interest in their apprehension and punishment; pirates may be lawfully captured on the high seas by the armed vessels of any state and brought within its territorial jurisdiction for trial in its tribunals.”
	“Buccaneer was a title applied to English, Dutch, and French seafaring adventurers of the 17th century.”
	“Privateering was abolished by the Declaration of Paris of 1856, but the declaration was not supported by the United States, Spain, Mexico, and Venezuela.”

	“Piracy was a problem thousands of years before the Spanish began to bring gold, silver, and other treasures from the New World back to Spain.  Men sailed the seas as pirates when countries began to cross the Oceans and Seas to trade goods with each other. “
	“A Letter of Marque is a special license that was given to some ship captains which allowed them to commit piracy on an offending country without fear of being booked with piracy.”

	“The pirates began to sail the Caribbean Sea and used the boucan knife as a weapon.  It became the favorite weapon of these pirates of the Caribbean and they were eventually given the name of buccaneer.  The name buccaneer came from them using the boucan knife.  The Caribbean Sea became known as the Spanish Main.”
	“A privateer was a captain of a ship that attacked and captured other ships and stole valuable items from them.  A privateer was not considered to be a true pirate because they were given special licenses called a Letter of Marque from a nation’s government.

-powder monkeys would give gunpowder and cannonballs to the gunners (aka, the ones who ran the cannons)
	-John Paul Jones tried and failed to capture a British Earl; eventually became an American hero
-wore braids or shaved heads to be lice free

-wore gold earrings in case their body washed ashore the earrings would be worth enough for a proper burial

-ships couldn’t turn around to save men who fell overboard

-to be marooned mean that a pirate was left alone on a tiny island because disobeying the set code


	-Tortuga-a buccaneer base; an island that looked like a turtle

-Sir Henry Morgan-most successful buccaneer, had 500+ men; 10 year “reign”
before the Golden Age of Piracy in the early 18th century, buccaneers reigned

-“terrorized” the Spanish in the Caribbean

-not hired by anyone
	-privateers were mostly in the Caribbean 

-the end of the Napoleonic wars resulted in American waters being full of pirates who used to be privateers
