	- Anyone who robs at sea is and was a pirate
- By law, they can be arrested, prosecuted, and sentenced by any state that captures them
	- Often Pirates would claim they sailed under no flag, meaning they belonged to no nation
- Brethren of the Coast or Brotherhood of the Coast, On the Account, Gentleman of Fortune, Sea Dog, Sailing with the Devil, Sailing Under Articles.
	- French settlers in the Caribbean
- "someone who makes smoke"
- Spain realized that they could become a threat to their New World Colonies
	- armed ship under papers to a government or a company to perform specific tasks

- the famous "Articles of Piracy" often did not apply to a ship of privateers

	- of ancient origin
- Piracy waned with the development of the steam engine and the growth of the British and American navies in the latter part of the 18th and early 19th centuries

	- The essence of piracy is that the pirate has no valid commission from a sovereign state, or from an insurgent or belligerent government engaged in hostilities with a particular state

	- The buccaneers later used Jamaica as a base of operations, and with Morgan as their leader, they captured Panama in 1671
- Several buccaneers wrote exciting tales of their adventures which, subsequently, inspired further exploration in the New World.


	- Such naval commissions or authorizations are called "letters of marque"- privateers
- Under the U.S. Constitution, Congress has the power to issue "letters of marque" 
- By way of compensation, privateers were allowed to share any booty captured.

	- Piracy was a problem thousands of years before the Spanish began to bring gold, silver, and other treasures from the New World back to Spain
- Vikings which means "pirate men"

	- Piracy was strong in the Pacific and Indian Oceans
- Two famous Barbary corsairs were the two Barbarossa brothers who sailed out of North African ports
- Mediterranean Pirates had an agreement with their home countries to share any treasure that they captured.

	-  The buccaneers became so strong that the merchant ship captains insisted that their countries put a stop to the pirates  
-The most successful buccaneer was Sir Henry Morgan
- buccaneers and the Spanish navy were not friends.
	- A Letter of Marque is a special license that was given to some ship captains which allowed them to commit piracy on an offending country without fear of being booked with piracy.
