	Pirates only remained successful so long as nations allowed them to roam. Often, a corrupt governor would allow a persons or persons perform piratical acts for a set fee, similar to the arrangements for privateering. Of course the acts committed were not against enemy vessels, it was just purely for financial gain. In return the pirate received safe harbor. Once nations and colonial authorities eliminated safe harbors, organized piracy began to dry up quickly.


	( Marooner is a corruption of the Spanish word "cimarrona" which loosely translates to "deserter" or runaway.

( The Spanish Navy was probably more ruthless than that of England and many Spaniards deserted the Navy at the first opportunity.

( the Cimmaron Negroes were the run away slaves that had been brought to the Americas by Spain to haul the gold.

( As time passed the pirate punishment of leaving shipmates on small spits of land entered the language as "Marooning"
	( were French settlers in the Caribbean who used to barbecue or "smoke" wild boar and oxen

(( Because many of the "boucaniers" turned to privateering for reason described below, the anglicized term "buccaneer" became synonymous with the privateers and later pirates in the region

( were known as the "Brothers of the Coast"

( They settled in the numerous small islands in the Caribbean and for the most part wanted nothing to do with the world outside their little hunting parties.

( They became expert marksmen with their long barrel muskets but rarely used their guns while hunting the wild boar and oxen.

( When their numbers were small, Spain ignored the Buccaneers but as their numbers began to increase, Spain realized that they could become a threat to their New World Colonies.

( because of Spain's oppressive nature toward the Buccaneers that England was able to easily recruit them into Privateering forces against a common enemy.


	( an armed ship under papers (usually referred to as a Marque of Letters)to a government or a company to perform specific tasks

( the captain rights to act in the behalf of a certain company or government to commit acts of reprisal, escort merchants, or protect coastal areas or property

( A key distinction between a Merchant and Privateer, is the privateer was not paid by the nation or company but paid by taking spoils from ships or properties they attacked or fought off.

( Privateers often worked beyond the limits as detailed by their letter of Marque, often attacking neutral countries as well as hostile nations. Rarely would privateers attack their own country's ships.

( the famous "Articles of Piracy" often did not apply to a ship of privateers

( Privateering was abolished by most European nations in 1856 Declaration of Paris. Spain and the United States did not sign the declaration and continued to use privateers to augment their navies. By 1908, Spain and the United State would also recognize the declaration.

	( The Phoenicians often combined piracy with more legitimate seafaring enterprise. From the 9th through the 11th century the Vikings terrorized western European coasts and waters. The Hanseatic League, formed in the 13th century, was created partially to provide mutual defense against northern pirates roaming the North and Baltic seas.

( Muslim rovers, meanwhile, scourged the Mediterranean Sea, commingling naval war on a large scale with thievery and the abduction of slaves. In the 17th century the English Channel swarmed with Algerian pirates, operating out of northern Africa; Algiers continued to be a piratical stronghold until well into the 19th century. Piracy waned with the development of the steam engine and the growth of the British and American navies in the latter part of the 18th and early 19th centuries.
	(the crime of robbery, or other act of violence for private ends, on the high seas or in the air above the seas, committed by the captain or crew of a ship or aircraft outside the normal jurisdiction of any nation, and without authority from any government.

((((International treaties and national legislation have sometimes applied the term "piracy" to attacks on the high seas authorized by a government, in violation of international law; to actions by insurgents acting for political purposes; or to violent acts on board a vessel under control of its officers.

( Piracy is distinguished from "privateering" in that the latter is authorized by a belligerent in time of war; privateering was legally abolished by the Declaration of Paris of 1856, but the United States and certain other nations did not assent to the declaration. 

( Piracy is recognized as an offense against the law of nations. It is a crime not against any particular state, but against all humanity.

( In municipal law, the term piracy has been extended to cover crimes other than those defined above, such as slave trading. An independent state has the power to regulate its own criminal code, and it may declare offenses to be piracy that are not so regarded by international law.
	( "Buccaneer" was a title applied to English, Dutch, and French seafaring adventurers of the 17th century.

(  The most famous buccaneer, Sir Henry Morgan, was from England.

( Buccaneers are usually distinguished from privateers, who had official government commissions; buccaneers rarely had valid commissions.

( They are also distinguished from the pirates who attacked ships of all nations and were outlawed in the 18th century.

( At first the headquarters of the buccaneers was on the little island of Tortuga (Île de la Tortue), off the north western coast of Hispaniola (now Haiti) in the main line of the Caribbean commerce. 

( Buccaneering came to an end in the 18th century when the buccaneers were hired by their respective governments to fight as privateers in the War of the Spanish Succession (1701-14).
	( The practice of privateering preceded the creation of national navies.

( Privateering was carried on during the American Revolution and the War of 1812.

( Congress authorized the president to commission privateering in 1863 during the American Civil War, but the power was not exercised; the Confederacy, however, engaged in privateering during this period.

( At the Hague Conference of 1922-23, called to formulate the regulation of the use of aircraft and radio in time of war, the countries then present issued a joint declaration against the use of privateers in aerial warfare.

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	( Sir Henry Morgan was considered a pirate to the Spanish, but since he was legally authorized to attack them by order of England, he was considered a respected privateer to the English.


	( A pirate was someone who performed any unauthorized act of robbery on the high seas
	( a buccaneer was initially someone who fought particularly the Spanish in the South America/Caribbean area (the Spanish Main)
	( a privateer was someone who was licensed by a government to attack enemy ships (technically during wartime only)

( The motivation for the national government to follow this quasi-legal process was the ability to quickly deploy a low-cost naval force that was capable of attacking and destroying the merchant fleet of an enemy. The motivation of a privateer crew and its supporters was greed mixed with a sense of adventure and patriotism, the key being greed.

	Since before the era of the Ancient Egyptians, pirates prayed on shipping in the Mediterranean Sea

	The Pirate Dictionary

	The Golden Age of Piracy from 1690-death of Black Bart Roberts in 1722. After this date the Royal Navy grew in parallel with the British Empire and patrolled the seas. Naval sloops were built specifically to be ‘pirate hunters.’
	Piracy Act of 1721 was were pirates were tried in civil courts until 1340, when Edward II destroyed the French fleet at Sluys, and claimed thereafter to be ‘Sovereign of the Seas.’  From now on fleet Admiralty Courts were empowered to try piracy cases.  Henry VIII passed the first Piracy Act in 1536, creating a Vice-Admiral of the coast to hold trials and sentence pirates.  
	These “buccaneers” attacked ships, but not usually those of their own homeland.  They were named after a French term ‘bouncan’ a hut in which a slow grill of animal dung and green twigs over which meal was smoked or cooked.  Their favored form of attack was in long canoes or small single-mastered baroques.  They packed the boat with sharpshooters to fire at anyone trying to fire a cannon at them and came from astern of the prize ship, giving a minimal target to aim at.  They then jammed the ruder and climbed up the stern of the ship, under cover of a fusillade of musket-five.  Although they called themselves privateers, they rarely had letters of commission of marque.  Sometimes they carried expired commissions, and sometimes forgeries.  
	Privateers were semi-official pirates, who supplemented a country’s navy with ‘private’ ships of war.  Given ‘letters of marque,’ they were allowed to attack the enemy in times of war, and keep a large percent of any plunder.  The cost was nothing, and their own reward was what they could take or purchase, as in the term ‘no purchase, no pay.’  The end of the War of Spanish succession in 1713, peace treaty.  It was also the name given to the privately owned armed vessel with a letter of marque, which enabled it to take ‘prizes in wartime.  The Treaty of Paris abolished Privateering in 1856.

( Francois le Clerc, a French privateer in the 1500s, had a wooden leg and was known as Jambe de Bois, which means “pegleg” in French
