-Pirates were often referred as a Privateer, Buccaneer, or a Marooner 

-Came up with the “Articles of Piracy” so they would have order on the ship and democracy


	-Buccaneers were French settlers in the Caribbean who used to barbecue or "smoke" wild boar and oxen

-French sailors who had jumped ship to avoid the harsh discipline of life at sea

-Carried large knifes when hunting
	-an armed ship under papers to a government or a company to perform specific tasks

-sailors were also called privateers

-a privateer was not paid by the nation or company but paid by taking spoils from ships or properties they attacked or fought off

-Sir Henry Morgan was the most famous buccaneer

-The term "buccaneer" was derived from their practice of raiding Hispaniola and taking the cattle from the Spanish plantations
	-privately owned armed vessel whose owners are commissioned by a hostile nation to carry on naval warfare

	Piracy was a problem thousands of years ago and it began when men started to sail the seas as pirates when countries began to cross the Oceans and Seas to trade goods with each other

-Mediterranean pirates were some of the earliest pirates
	-“Pirates were punished in different ways depending on which rule was broken.  Sometimes they were tied to the mast of a ship and whipped.  Other times they were hung by either the quartermaster or when they were captured by the Spanish or other enemy.  One really gruesome way of punishing a pirate was to maroon them on a deserted island without food or water and be left to die a slow death.”
	-one type of pirate who sailed in the West Indies. The name comes from boucan which refers to a way of cooking meat over an open fire


	This is a pirate who was loyal to the government of a particular country and sailed under Letters of Marque which was a legal license given by a countries government giving permission to seize enemy goods and treasure on the open sea.  In other words, it meant that you could be a pirate without going to jail
