	-Anyone who robs at sea is and was a pirate
-sometimes called: Brethren of the Coast or Brotherhood of the Coast, On the Account, Gentleman of Fortune, Sea Dog, Sailing with the Devil, Sailing Under Articles
-Often Pirates would claim they sailed under no flag, meaning they belonged to no nation.
	-a pirate is any person committing a criminal acts against public authority
- By law, they can be arrested, prosecuted, and sentenced by any state that captures them
	-Buccaneers were French settlers in the Caribbean who used to barbecue or "smoke" wild boar and oxen

-more acclimated to life in the Caribbean

-known as the "Brothers of the Coast"

-expert marksmen

-each buccaneer would carry at least two large knives
	-Privateer was an armed ship under papers to a government or a company to perform specific tasks
-privateer was not paid by the nation or company but paid by taking spoils from ships or properties they attacked or fought off.

	-The persons who engage in acts of piracy are called "pirates

-Pirates are regarded as common enemies of all people. In that nations have an equal interest in their apprehension and punishment, pirates may be lawfully captured on the high seas by the armed vessels of any state and brought within its territorial jurisdiction for trial in its tribunals.
	-"Piracy" is the crime of robbery, or other act of violence for private ends, on high seas or in the air above the seas, committed by the captain or crew of a ship or aircraft outside the normal jurisdiction of any nation, and without authority from any government
- Piracy is recognized as an offense against the law of nations. It is a crime not against any particular state, but against all humanity
	- The term "buccaneer" was derived from their practice of raiding Hispaniola and taking the cattle from the Spanish plantations
- The buccaneers later used Jamaica as a base of operations, and with Morgan as their leader, they captured Panama in 1671.

- Buccaneering came to an end in the 18th century when the buccaneers were hired by their respective governments to fight as privateers in the War of the Spanish Succession (1701-14).
	-privateering was legally abolished by the Declaration of Paris of 1856, but the US and certain other nations did not assent to the declaration
- "Privateer", in international law, is the term applied to a privately owned armed vessel whose owners are commissioned by a hostile nation to carry on naval warfare.

	A Letter of Marque is a special license that was given to some ship captains which allowed them to commit piracy on an offending country without fear of being booked with piracy
- Most countries gave a Letter of Marque to a captain in order to get payment for goods stolen by another country during acts of piracy.


	-Men sailed the seas as pirates when countries began to cross the Oceans and Seas to trade goods with each other
- sailed all over the Atlantic Ocean, but especially terrorized the European coastlines

-also active in the waters surrounding Asia
	- men from Holland, England,  France, and another group of pirates called the Barbary corsairs who were chased out of the Barbary Coast when  merchant captains from France and England got tired of being captured and robbed by the French Corsairs
- went to the island of Hispaniola and lived with the Indians there
	-A privateer was a captain of a ship that attacked and captured other ships and stole valuable items from them

- were hunted down and punished as pirates by the countries who they stole from
