	There is a fine line between pirates and smugglers.  Smugglers didn’t rob; they just transported goods that were not taxed or goods that were stolen.  

“By definition, a pirate is any person committing a criminal act against public authority, on the high seas outside the normal jurisdiction and laws of any state (country).  


	Other names to describe life of piracy:  Brethren of the coast or Brotherhood of the Coast, Gentleman of Fortune, Sea Dog, and Sailing with the Devil.


	French settlers in the Caribbean who used to barbecue or “smoke” wild boar and oxen.  A boucan or buccan is the native South American name for wooden framework or hurdle on which meat was roasted or smoked over fire.  Bouccaner literally means “someone who makes smoke”.  Many turned to privateer and the anglicized term “buccaneer” became synonymous with privateers and later pirates in the region.


	A privateer was an armed ship under papers to a government or a company to perform specific tasks.  The men who sailed on these ships were referred to as privateers.  During times of war, some governments would commission privateers to seek out and attack the ships of hostile nations.

	Ancient Origin 

9th – 11th centuries

Vikings terrorized Western European coasts and waters.

Hanseatic League formed in the 13th century, provided mutual defense against northern pirates.

Muslim rovers scourged the Mediterranean Sea.

17th century Algerian pirates in the English channel.

Development of the steam engine and growth of the English and American navies helped to wane piracy.


	Piracy is recognized as an offense against the law of nations.  Not against any particular state, but against all humanity.  Pirates are regarded as common enemies of all people.


	A title applied to English, Dutch, and French seafaring adventures of the 17th century.  Sir Henry Morgan was the most famous buccaneer.


	“Privateer”, in international law, is the term applied to a privately owned armed vessel whose owners are commissioned by a hostile nation to carry on naval warfare.

“letters of marque”

1856 Declaration of Paris – abolished privateering-USA, Mexico, Spain, and Venezuela did not support the declaration.

	Barbary pirates were not loyal to any country and lived on the Barbary Coast which is North Africa; they were very cruel and seized goods from ships they captured.


	A Letter of Marque is a special license that was given to some ship captains which allowed them to commit piracy on an offending country without fear of being booked with piracy.


	The pirates began to sail the Caribbean Sea and used the boucan knife as weapon, it became the favorite weapon of these pirates of the Caribbean and they were eventually given the name of buccaneer.


	A captain of a ship with a special license called a Letter of Marque, allowed them to attack and capture other ships and steal valuable items from them.
