

This internet workshop will introduce you to the first Thanksgiving when the Pilgrims landed at Plymouth Rock in 1620.  The following websites are going to offer a lot of information on the Native Americans that were the first to meet the Pilgrims.  You are to visit the websites and answer the questions that follow.  You should record your answers in your Internet Journal.  After you have visited each website, read over the information you have collected in your Internet Journal.  You will present your information in EITHER and “I Poem” or graphic organizer of your choice from http://www.graphic.org/index.html.  If you chose to do an “I Poem”, it could be from the point of view of a Pilgrim, Wampanoag Native American, Squanto, Samoset, or another person you have learned about through this internet workshop.  Remember the correct format of the “I Poem”.  If you need to look back in your notes you may do so.
