The following list of books may be used to supplement the Multi-Text Unit on Native Americans, Thanksgiving, and culture clashes that arose when the Europeans arrived.  The books can be placed in a central location where students can choose which ones they would like to read.  The books include folklore stories, informational texts, fictional stories, and poetry.  By allowing students to choose which books they would like to read, this gives them autonomy and they are in control of learning what they want to know more about.  Every student has different interests and prefers a different style of text, so this will keep them engaged in the topic of Native Americans.
